




At this time, Alderman Vrabec stated that an update regarding the claim to Charter was needed. It was
also moved by Alderman Vrabec, seconded by Alderman Hampsey, to have Attorney Papa draft a letter
to the water company opposing their increase in rates. Voice vote as follows: Yeas: Six. Nays: None.
Motion carried.

It was moved by Alderman Hampsey, seconded by Alderman Vrabec, to suspend Rule 38 of Ordinance
549. Roll call vote as follows: Yeas: Bridick, Grzywacz, Riskovsky, Hampsey, Vrabec, and Gardner.
Nays: None. Motion carried.

It was moved by Alderman Hampsey, seconded by Alderman Vrabec, to approve "An Ordinance
Amending Ordinance No. 1558, "An Ordinance Prohibiting the Operation ofVehicles Weighing Ten
Thousand Pounds or More on Madison Avenue and State Street with Limited Exceptions" as Ordinance
No. 1710. Roll call vote as follows: Yeas: Bridick, Grzywacz, Riskovsky, Hampsey, Vrabec, and
Gardner. Nays: None. Motion carried.

Mayor Hamm stated that approximately $250-300,000 in grant money is slated to fix the catch basins,
but the weight of the trucks is caving them in, thus the need for the revised Ordinance.

It was moved by Alderman Vrabec, seconded by Alderman Grzywacz, to direct the Chief of Police to
contact other agencies to see if they apply fees for impounded vehicles. Voice vote as follows: Yeas:
Six. Nays: None. Motion carried.

The Chief has also been directed to take the necessary information needed to Attorney Papa to draw up
an Ordinance for charging other agencies to provide inked fingerprints. He stated that many other
agencies use machines to fingerprint, but often times, inking is required.

Mayor Hamm updated the Council regarding the permit for Abengoa. He stated that the cost for the
permit for $33 million assessment is $132,000. He also stated that fees can be added to the cost for
inspections, and suggested to add the Building Inspector's salary for those inspections. Mayor Hamm
also suggested that if the County says the assessment is $40 million, the permit cost is not to go below
$132,000, and to increase the difference with the fees cost. It was moved by Alderman Grzywacz,
seconded by Alderman Riskovsky, to direct Attorney Papa to prepare a letter to Abengoa accordingly.
Roll call vote as follows: Yeas: Bridick, Grzywacz, Riskovsky, Hampsey, Vrabec, and Gardner. Nays:
None. Motion carried.

It was moved by Alderman Grzywacz, seconded by Alderman Bridick, to go into Executive Session.
Voice vote as follows: Yeas: Six. Nays: None. Motion carried.

It was moved by Alderman Grzywacz, seconded by Alderman Riskovsky, to return to Regular Session.
Voice vote as follows: Yeas: Six. Nays: None. Motion carried.

It was moved by Alderman Grzywacz, seconded by Alderman Riskovsky, to allow Mayor Harnrn to
continue negotiations with the dispatchers until it reaches arbitration. Voice vote as follows: Yeas: Six.
Nays: None. Motion carried.
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There being no further business, it was moved by Alderperson Gardner, seconded by Alderman
Grzywacz, to adjourn the meeting. Voice vote as follows: Yeas: Eight. Nays: None. Motion carried.
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
